JUNIOR RIDER - rider under 18 years of age day of show.

COURSES – All courses held on grass.  No schooling permitted on courses. Warm-up fences provided.

STABLING – VERY limited. $20/night. Shavings provided; no straw permitted. $5 returned for stripped stall after show.  Barn closes at 10pm and opens at 6am. 
DRESS/ATTIRE – Schooling/Casual attire – neat and clean appearance requested.  Jackets not required.  Safety Vests required.  Breeches, ATSM approved helmets and heeled boots MUST be worn when mounted at any time.
DIRECTIONS - From I-24 in Kentucky take Exit 65 (Hwy 68-80) west towards Cadiz. Go to 2nd caution light (Hwy 139) and turn left (south). Go to 1st caution  light, turn right (Hwy 272).  Tanyard Road is first road on the left – approximately 1/2 mile.  Fox Run Farm is .4 miles on the left.  Look for signs. From Hwy 68-80 east - turn right at caution light (Hwy 139) and proceed as above.  From Hwy 120 in Tennessee – 120 north turns into Hwy 139.  Turn left at Hwy 272 and proceed as above.
